Although these statements may seem true, they are not.

No. 1 is False At school, students receive one-on-one preparation for writing reports, researching topics, and accessing the Internet. The public library is not accessible or practical for some students, and the librarians at the public library have limited availability for teaching research skills. The school library therefore provides many students with their only opportunity to borrow books and solicit research support and editing suggestions when writing reports.

No. 2 is False Students who are trained by a library media teacher from kindergarten through 12th grade enter college with the skills and knowledge necessary to conduct college research. Students without this foundation lack essential skills and abilities.

No. 3 is False The school library media teacher supports and assists classroom teachers by 

· Providing materials

· Team teaching

· Teaching library media skills
